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The ChapterName exists for the following reasons:

a) To promote the understanding of Libertarian Philosophy

b) To support candidates for public office who subscribe, in general, to Libertarian principles

c) To oppose the spread of statism

A) Organization

The name of the organization shall be “ChapterName.”

The ChapterName (Chapter) shall operate as a chartered chapter of the Libertarian Party of Illinois (LPI) and shall meet such standards as the LPI by-laws may require.

B) Eligibility for Membership

Any person who espouses and desires to promote the principles of libertarianism, as expressed in the “Statement of Principles” of the National Libertarian Party, shall be eligible for membership. Such a person may become a member for a period of one year upon payment of dues of $24.00. Dues for a student with a valid ID are $12.00. Memberships may be renewed according to the calendar year. Dues shall be pro-rated for new members who join after January. Members may be expelled only upon a two-thirds vote of all members of the club.

C) Officers 
The ChapterName shall have a President who shall preside over the meetings of the Chapter and perform such other duties as are provided hereafter.

The Chapter shall have a Vice-president who shall preside over meetings in the president’s absence, represent the ChapterName at the State Organizing Committee (SOC), and perform such other duties as are provided hereafter.

The Chapter shall have a Treasurer who shall receive, record, and disburse Chapter funds; inform the secretary of accession and lapses of membership; and perform such other duties as are provided hereafter. 

The Chapter shall have a Secretary who shall keep the minutes of each meeting of the Chapter, maintain an accurate roster of Chapter membership, notify the members of meetings, and perform such other duties as are provided hereafter.

D) Representatives To The LPI State Organizing Committee 
The ChapterName shall elect an Alternate Representative to the SOC, who shall have full voting rights at SOC meetings in the absence of the Chapter Vice-president.

If the Chapter passes a resolution on a matter of LPI business, the Chapter representative to the State Organizing Committee must present that resolution to the State Organizing Committee and vote in accordance with the spirit of the resolution.

The Chapter representative to the State Organizing Committee must present the minutes of each State Organizing Committee meeting to the Chapter at the Chapter meeting immediately following the issuance of the minutes.

E) Meetings
Regularly scheduled meetings shall be held each month except as the membership may, in the course of regular business, adjust this schedule for holidays.

The membership may, in the course of regular business, elect to hold additional special meetings.

F) Elections
Elections will be held during the January meeting of each year. All officers shall be elected by a majority vote of members attending the election meeting. The incumbent president shall have no vote save for the event of a tie.

No person may hold more than one of the following elected positions in the ChapterName: President, Vice President, Treasurer, or Secretary.

The Alternate State Organizing Committee Representative shall be elected in the same manner as officers.

In the event of the resignation of an officer, the Secretary shall inform the membership, and the office shall be filled by election at the next regularly scheduled meeting.

Any Chapter member may call for the removal from office of any Chapter officer at any regularly scheduled ChapterName meeting. If a majority at that meeting approves, the secretary shall communicate the proposed removal to the entire membership, and it shall be part of the order of business of the next regularly scheduled meeting. If a majority of the members attending the second meeting approve, the officer shall be removed from office, and a new officer will be nominated and elected at that meeting.
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
